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“ That land is protected by Nila, the Lord of aii
the Niagas, whose regal parosal is formed by the circu-
Jar pond [ of the Nilakunda ] with the Vitastd’s newly
rising stream as its stick.”

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PREFACE.

An edition of the Nilan.atapuragpam has long been
a desideratum. Professor Cowell has given a short
summary of its contents in Mr, Furgusson’s “ Tree
and Serpent Worship.”” Dr. Biihler and Sir Aurel
Stein have made known its intrinsic value to the
Sanskrit scholars here and abroad. But no edition,
whatsoever, of the text has appeared so far. Dr.
Biihler remarks:—

“Its great value lies therein, that it is a real mine
of information regarding the sacred places of Kashmir
and their legends which are required in order to ex-
plain the Rajatarangini and that it shows how Kalhana
used his sources.”

The present attempt has been made to edit the
Nilamatapuranam on modern lines by collating it with
the available copies of MSS. in the valley of Kashmir,
a short account of which is given below:—

A.—A newly written MS. partly in Devanagari
partly in Sarada characters. Lent by M. M. Pandit
Mukunda Ram Sastri, late of tle Research Depart-
ment of the Kashmii State. No date. Generally cor-
rect.

B.—Belongs to Pandit Srikantha Rajanaka, a
Sanskrit Teacher in one of the schools of Kashmir
State. This seems to be very old and written in old
type of Sarada character. Incomplete. No date.

C.—A MS. belonging to Pandit Raja Ram Sastri,
the late Head Pandit of the ® Rajakiya Pathashala,
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Srinagar. Kindly placed at our disposal by Pandit
Nityananda Sastri, (now Professor of Sanskrit S, P.
College, Srinagar). Character Shiarada. About 50
years old.

D.- A MS. written in modern Shiarada Character,
Not very old. DBeclongs to PPandit Maheshvara Raja-
naka of the Research Department.

E.- A MS., borrowed from Pandit Rim Candra
Kak B. A., Superintendent of the Arclaological De-
partment, INazhmir State. Recently copied for the
Department by Pandit Nitha Ram Pajanu of Srinagar,
from an old MS. Character, Nagari. Written on an
ordinary paper.

Later, when the book was in the press, we got
access to another Ms, in the private Library of Raja
Sir Harisingh Sahib, the Yuvaraja of the Kashmir
State. The printed text has been compared with it
and some of the important readings and some addit’ons
have been noted. and lacune filled up in the ‘Corri-
genda and Addenda’ under the initial letters R. S.
or in full Raja Sahib. Thisis perhaps the copy of
that MS. revised and corrected by Pandit Sahib Ram,
who (as Biihler says) “under orders of late Maharaja
Ranavir Singh, prepared the text of the Nilamatam for
edition and thought it his duty to fill up all the lacunz,
to expand obscure passages and to remove as far as
possible the urgrammatical forms, which the Nilamatam,
like other Puranas, shows in great number.”

Before concluding, we should express our thanks
to the gentlemen who kindly leut us their MSS. for
preparing the present edition of the Nilamatapuripam,
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especially to Raja Sir Harisingh Sahib who has alwys
‘taken keen interest in all research work and in ad-
vancement of oriental learning both on ancient and
modern lines.

Our thanks are also due to Pandit Tikalal Sastr
who corrected the final proof at Lahore, and to Vishva
Nath Sastri who copied for us the portions of anukra-
manika and the list of the Chief Nagas and Tirthas.

Many defects and short comings are to be found
in the present edition. They are principally due to
the fact of our being in such an out of the way
place as Kashmir. Tt is also owing to this dis-
tance that printing mistakes could not be entirely
eliminated, .

INTRODUCTION.

PURANAM AND ITS ANTIQUITY.—The
word Puripnam occurs in the Brahmana portion of the
white Yajurveda, the Upanisads, the law books of Manu,
and Yajnavalkya, and in several passages of the Maha-
bharata. The only synonym of the Puripam, we
learn from the lexicon of Amarasimha {500 A, D.), is
the word Paficalaksapa (cf. Amarakosa, verse—Kinda
—Sarga—), ¢ e., having five characteristic topics which
are—Sarga, primary creation or cosmogony; pratisarga,
secondary creation or the destructicn and renovation
of worlds; vamsa, geneology of the gods and patriarchs;
manvantara, or the reigns of Manu; and lastly vaméga-
nucarita, the history of the solar and the lanar race of
kings. It represents that class of religious works of
a legendary and semi historical character, which fur-
nish material for the popular creed of the Hindus with
dates projected into far antiquity.

None of the existing Puranpas, excluding perhaps
the Visnu, Vayu, Matsya and the Blagavata Puranas,
conform to the above definition, All the scholiasts
therefore are led to accept the view that prior to or
during the time of Amarasimha, the Purapas might
have conformed to the forecited five fold criterion. But
the shape in which they have come down to us can
hardly entitle them to an age older than that of
Amarasimha, . e, 500 A. D.

IS NILAMATAM A PURANAM ?—Strictly
speaking, the Nilamatam does not come under the
category of the Purayas. Nor does it accord with



Introduction 5

the definition laid down above. In its present form
it is very difficult to rank it with the 18 Purapas. It
may safely be called a portion of a Puragpam from its
similarity to the Nagarakhanda and other important
Mahatmya works which do not put forth any preten-
sion to the distinctive title of Puripam but are con-
sidered complementary to them.

It is a book of rites and ceremonies for the Hindus
of Kashmir and “its intrinsic value consists in its
being a real mine of information regarding the sacred
places of Kashmir and their legends which are requir-
ed to explain the Rajatarangini.”

DATE OF THE NILAMATAPURANAM.—
The original Purdpam, referred to by Kalhapa Pandita
as the semi-historical work on Kashmir or the book of
rites and festivals prescribed by the sage Nila for
Kashmirians, was recast in the latter days of King
Abhimanyu I of Kashmir who preceded King Gonanda
111, (Cf. Rajatarangini, Chapter I, VV 182-186), It
is asserted by Kalhapa Panpdita that in the reign of
Abhimanyu I, the Bauddhas, after having, under the
lead of Nagarjuna, _defeated the learned Kashmiri
public by their argumentative power preached their
own nihilistic doctrines causing thereby a temporary
break-down of the time-honoured ceremonies ex-
pounded by the Sage Nila, the Chief of the Nagas, and
followed by the Kashmirians to the very letter. Con-
sequently, the Nagas were greatly provoked, and with
their help, one Brahmanpa, Candra Deva finally restor-
ed the traditional customs and freed the land from the
“ plague of the Bhiksus.” It may hence be conjectur-
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ed that the Nilamata Purapam was .composed by- this
Candra Deva under the auspices of Abhimanyu I and
Gonanda IIl who flourished according to Kalhapa
about the year 1894 aunno Laukika corresponding to
1182 B. C.—a date when Buddha and his religion did
not exist. This absence of authentic chronology in
the first portion of Rajatarafigini makes it difficult for
us to ascertain the date of Purinam under reference.
The internal evidence, however, gathered from
the study of the Purapam itself gives us a clue to its
approximate date, ’ This is the birthday of Buddha on
which, as enjoined in the Nilamata Puriapam, the
Bauddhas are fed and honoured and the statue of
Buddha is offered worship according to the Buddhistic
rites, That the Buddha's birthday was J elaborately
even in the time of Ksemendra (goo-1165 A. D.) is
evidenced by Somendra’s reference to it in the intro-
duction to the former’s work v7z.,, Avadana Kalpalata
which is said to have been compiled on the festival
day of Buddha, (Cf.—*§ge|it waiyy @y
ATy | TaT werAawr raweaugieqy,”) i e, in the
month of lunar Viisakha of the 27th year ( probably
1027 A. D.) this Kalpalata has been compiled on the
festival day of Buddha). UVerse 16 intro-Avada. It
is also evident from the Dasavataracarita of Ksemendra
that' the acceptance of Buddha as an Avatara of
VISNU was unquestionably established in 1000 A. D.
Hence, it may be concluded that Buddha must have.
been, centuries before Ksemendra, admitted into the
pantheon of Hindu creed as an incarnation of Visgu.
It can therefore safely be maintained that the Nilamata

Purinam cannot be older than the 6th or 7th century
A. D. (Cf. Biibler’s Report p. 41).

THE RITES AND CEREMONIES.—These

also deserve special notice. Major portion of the rites

is similar to those expounded in other Puripas and
observed in India proper. Others such as the new-
snow-fa'l-day festival and the birthday of Buddha are
peculiar to Kashmir and are very remarkable. On
the celebration day of the former new wine is to be
drunk in the company of datcing girls, and this will
surely astound the people of India. The celcbration
of the latter 1s more or less due, as Biihler says to the
accommodating nature of the Kashmiri Brahmans
who, unlike their brethren in India, are equally de-
voted to Buddha, Vispu and Siva.

Among the prescribed rites of the Sage Nila
some are still prevalent and others have long ceased
to exist, There are many more in vogue which have
not been mentioned in the PPurapam (CF. the festi-
vals of Rakhri, Anantacaturdasi, Yaksa Amaivasya,

Gauri Tritiya, etc. etc.). For full description of the
rites and ceremonies see appendix B of the book.

ARRANGEMENT OF THE PURANAM.—
It appears from the perusal of the contents that the
Purinam, though made up of heterogenous parts, has
yet character of a harmonious and homogeneous
whole. This has led many scholars to believe that
the original text has undergone several additions and
alterations (sece prefuce) at the hands of the Papdits
on various occasions, not withcut great detriment to
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its authentic and primitive material. Analysis of the
text is as under :—

1. Vv. 1-481 sketch the mythological and tradi-
tional portion of the Nilamata Purinam.

2. Vv. 482-1050 describe the rites and ceremo-
nies as also the religious festivities ordained by Nila
Muni.

3. Vv. 1051 to the end dilate upon the miscel-
laneous topics such as the chief Niagas in the Valley,
the origin of the Wular lake, the places consecrated
to Siva and Visnu, birth of Nandi Rudra, Kaptesvara,
Tirthas, sacred places and lakes an lastly the sanctity
of the river Vitasta.

THE EPITOME OF THE MYTHOLOGICAL
PORTION .OF THE NILAMATAPURANAM.—
The Nilmatapurapnam opens with a dialogue between
Vaishampaiyapa and Janumejaya who inquires as to why
the king of Kashmir had kept aloof from the bellige-
rants of the Mahabhirata. A few years prior to the
commencement of the great war, explains Vaisham-
piyanpa, the reigning prince of Kashmir, Gonanda, had
lost his life in a battle at Muthurda, where he was an
ally of his kinsman Jarasandha in his cause against the
Yadavas. Gonanda’s son and successor, Dimodara
was provoked to avenge his father’s death, and in pur-
suit of this object, he proczeded with his quadruple
forces towards Gandhara where the chief of Yadvas,
SrikriSna, was present at a Svayamvara., In the
battle which followed with the mighty Srikrisna,
Damodara was defeated and killed. But the all-w’se
Srikrisna, well knowing the importance of the sanctity
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of Kashmir, came himself to the place and had a coro-
nation ceremony celebrated of the pregnant queen,
(Yasovati). In due course, she gave birth to a prince
who was called Bilagonanda. The posthumous prince
being yet a minor was not invited to join the Great war.

Then follows the elucidation of the sanctity of
Kashmir which obliged Srikrishna to anoint the queen
of Damodara himself. This, according to Vaisampayana
consisted in Kashmir’s being nothing else than the ma-
terial manifestation of Parvati. In course of his eulo-
gistic description of the manlfomEK§§Emlr’

the sage discloses that in previous Manvantaras it was a
lake called Satisaras. This revelation excites Janame-

jaya to ask further an account of the transformation of
the lake into a beautiful and populated valley. The same
question, says, Vaisampdyana, was put by Gonanda to
the sage Vrihadasva who had coms to Kashmir to co-
mplete his pilgrimage.

The Puranam hence-forward consists of a discourse
between Gonanda and Vrihadasva who starts with the
delineation of the creation of Kashmir, the lapsing of
Manvantaras, the duration of cycles, the lake called
Satisaras, Daksa and his 13 daughters espoused to Ka-

“Syapa. The legend of the bet of Kadrii and Vinata re-
garding the whiteness or otherwise of Indra’s horse is
then narrated. And we learn here, as in the Mahabha-
rata, how Vinata with her progeny was reduced to the
perpetual slavery of the Nagas, how this fomented bit-
terness between the latter and Garuda, how the release
from’slavery was finally brought about by Garuda who
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obtained a boon from Indra to eat up the Nagas, and
how the destruction of Nagas ensued at a rapid rate,

The king of Nagas, apprehending the extinction of
his race invoked the aid of Visnu and through his fav-
our found a sheltering place for the Nagas in the Sati-
saras and anointed Nila as their sovereign chief.

THE BIRTH OF JALODBHAVA.—Next,
mention is made of the story of Jalodbhava. Once In-
dra descended to Kashmir for a ramble with Sachi his
wife, and it came to pass that a Daitya named Sangraha
getting a glimpse of Sachi tried to ravish her. This
ended in the destruction of the Daitya. His seed, how-
ever, which had fallen in the waters at the sight of Sa-
chi, grew into Jalodbhava. While in his infancy, jalo-
dbhava was reared by the Nagas. Through propitia-
tion of Brahma, he won matchless powers and immor-
tality in the waters. A Daitya by nature, he could not
restrain his diabolical spirits and set about to devastate’
the neighbouring countries Darvabhisara, Gindbara, Ja-
hundara, the lands occupied by the Sakas, Khasas, Ta-
njanas and Mandavas, and other hill settlements.

VISIT OF KASHYAPA TO KASHMIR.—
While [alodbaha was executing his flagitious pro-
gramme, Bhagawan Kasyapa, the progenitor of the
Nagas, was on a pilgrim’s journey to all the Tirthas of
the earth. Nila hearing of his father’s sacred tour
went out to see him ‘at Kankhal and prevailed upon
him to visit the Tirthas of Kashmir. On his way to
Kashmir, Kasyapa witnessed the ravages in the coun-
try of Madra and turned towards his son for an expla-
nation. “It is Jalodbhava” said Nila “who has, C
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father, reduced to wilderness not only the country of
Madra but also other territories of Sakas, Khasas etc
etc.” The sage then promised to bring about a speedy
ruin of the Daitya,

DESTRUCTION OF JALODBHAVA.—His
pilgrimage being over, Kagyapa left for the Brahmaloka
along with his son Nila. There he invoked the help
of Brahma, Visnu and Siva and of other Gods against
Jalodbhava. All Gods and Goddesses with their large
retinues followed Brahma, Vispu and Siva, who dire-
cted their march towards Naubandhana Tirtha to pu-
nish the Demon. Even the presiding deities of rivers,
the Lords of oceans, the sages and saints, the Gandha-
rvas, and the Vidyadharas followed in their wake and
reached the lofty peaks of “ Kosarainy Kuther' above
Konsarnag or Kramsara. DBrahma secated himself on
the Northern peak, Vispu on the Southern and Siva
arrayed himself between them.

These grand preparations did not make Jalodbhava
uneasy in any way, as he felt himself quite secure and
invincible in his home of waters, wherefrom he would
not come out. The water had, therefore, to be drained
off. Ananta cut off a path through the mountain banks
of the Satisaras and the water rolled off with the dash-
ing noise of high waves. At this the [Daitya was not.a
little discomfitured. He caused darkness to spread
over, but this was soon dispelled by Siva, who held the
sun and the moon in his hands. Vispu took the chief
part in the horrible fight which ensued, and after a pro-
longed struggle cut off the Daitya’s head with his war-
dise to the extreme delight of all Gods and Goddesse s.
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Thus we see how Satisaras was turned into the pre-
sent land of the happey valley. Siva, Visnu, Brahma,
Kagyapa and all other Gods lost no time in choosing
their respective abodes here. The Goddesses watered
it in the form of rivers and the Nigas became the sour-
ces of springs. Kasyapa’s suggestion that he would in-
troduce men into the valley was not approved of by
the Niagas who would not lower themselves down to
the company of men. Kasgyapa got angry and cursed
them to live with the Pigachas.

His wrath was, however, appeased by his favourite
son Nila, the chief of the Nagas, and at his entreaty,
he modified his former sentence of curse by allowing
the Pisacas to live in the land for only the wintry six
months every year-from Karttika to Chaitra, for the follo-
wing four Yugas. The men were to inhabit and culti-
vate the land for the summer six months, and to eva-
cuate it before Karttika for Nikumbha, the king of Pi-
$achas, who would go there after having foughtin an
island in the ocean of sand, his summer residence, thus
the Nagas had to spend six months alternately with the

men and the Pisachas. Visnu, who wasin the company of
Kasyapa, also added; “O Nila, for four Yugas this order

of the sage will continue, whereafter the Nagas will
live for ever happily in the company of men. The po-
wer and energy of Pigacas shall abate in the valley and
be restored to them in the ocean of sand. Those men
who will abide by the rules laid down by you will pro-
sper here in your company’’. The men introduced in-
to the valley were from all the four castes and all com-
forts were provided for them by Kasyapa.
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RELEASE FROM THE YOKE OF PISA-
CAS THROUGH THE RITUAL AS EXPOUN-
DED BY NILA.—The four Yugas; passed away. All
men left the valley, as usual, in Asuj excepting cne
old Brahman Candradeva, who was detained behind
by his infirmity. The rude and wild Pi¢acas saw him
and played with him “as young princes play with a te-
thered bird”’.  The afflicted Brahman was let off, but
he knew of no refuge. His wanderirgs brought him to
the residence of Nila where he was shown much com-
passion and offered hospitality for winter. Nila oxpound
ed to the old Brahman a number of rites and obser-
vances calculated to free the country fiom the Yoke of
the Pisachas and from excessive cold. In Chaitra, the
immigrants found Chandradeva hale and hearty, and
presented him to-their king Viryodaya. The Brahmin
amused the king with all that had passed between him
and the Piacas, unfolding the rites and observances
ordained by Nila and their efficacies. The king impre-
ssed upon his subjects the necessity of the rituals set
forth by Nila, and found them prompt and willing to
practise the same. Thus the Pisachas disappeared from
the valley for ever rendering it a permanent home for
men who lived secure from their fear and other calamities.
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APPENDIX A,

The rites and observances ordained by
Nila for Kashmirians.

e O O
1. THE FULL MOON DAY OF ASOJ:—

This tithi has been dedicated to the worship of
Nikumbha. It is supposed that the ghosts, the fol-
lowers of Nikumbha enter the bodies of men on this
day and leave them the next day. This day is also
observed as the festival of Kaumudi (moon). An
image of Kaumudi is made and to this the worship is
offered. Excepting the canvalescent and ehildron, all
adults have to undergo a fast which is broken just as the
moon becomes visible, Fire is lit and the offerings
are made to it in the name of Rudra, Chandra, Uma,
Skanda, Nasatyas and Napdin. A strictly vegetarian
diet is to be taken and the night to be passed in front
of the Sacred Fire. Early in the next morning the
devotees are at liberty to sing, dance and play and even
to use vulgar language and sprinkle muddy water
upon their fellow-men for they are supposed to be
possessed by the ghasts.

It is also enjoined that the people should keep on
the fire lit for the wintry six months, and for the
month of Kartika, place an oil-lamp outside their
houses during the nights.

N. B.—Placing of an oil-lamp outside houses du-
ring the month of Kartika is still in vogue in Kashnnr.
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2. THE DARKER 1511 OF KARTIKA:—
This is the famous Dipamala Festival day. An
allusion is made to the gambling and also to the
superstition that the winner at gambling would profit
during the ensuing year and vice versa. (Gambling on
this occasion is not in vogue among Kashmiris now ).
3. 11t TO THE FULLMOON DAY OF
KARTIKA:—

This is called Kartika Pangaratra. The image
gf vispu which is supposed to lie asleep since the
Sravana Dvadasi, is awakened so to speak and wor-
shipped on the first two days. On the 13th bards,
Mallas and Bhattas are worshipped. A fast is kept
on the 14th and the 15th, and on the rise of full moon,
Krittikas, Kumara, Varupa, etc., are propitiated.
Vegetarian food and Gorasa are used throughout. A
fish made of sand with pearls substituted for its eyes,
may be given to the Brahmana in gift,

4. NEW YEAR'S DAY FESTIVAL: -

First day of Kartika is observed as the new year's
day. On this day Kasyapa is supposed to have pro-
duced the land of Kashmir out of water and populated
it. Men are enjoined to wear new clothes on the
festival and eat and drink merrily along with their
kith and kin.

5. THE 7ta OF MAGAR:—

Dedicated to the worship of Mitra 7. e, the Sun.
A beautiful image of the chariot wheel is made and it
is adorned. The same ceremony is to be observed on
the lunar 7ths of Magha and Asada,
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N. B.—At present only the 7th of the Asada is
observed as the Sun-festival. The remaining are now
obsolete.

6. THE FULL MOON DAY OF MAGAR:—

Oa this day the ladies keep fast which is broken
during the night after worshipping the moon and the
Brahmanas. A pair of red garments may be given in
charity to a handsome Brahmin lady, a sister or aunt
or the wife of a friend.

7. NEW SNOW FULL DAY FESTIVAL:—

Nilanaga and $yamadevi are worshipped. Kul-
masa and ghee are to be had as meals. Drinking of
wine is also allowed on this day. The festival termi-
nates amidst the shouts of joy and merriment and
Hurrah to the Snow fall.

8. THE DARKER 8t OF PAUSA:—

Sraddha is offered to the Pitris on this day, on
the darker 8th of Maigha and Falgupa and on the
darker g9ths of Pausa, Magha and Falgupa. This
is also called the Triad of 8ths and Non-eighths
(Anastaka).

9. FULL MOON DAY OF PAUSA:—

A devotee has to undergo a bath in ghee and to
wear fresh and new clothes. ]

10 UTTARAYANA (SUMMER SOLISTICE)
CEREMONY:—

Visnu’s and Siva's images are to be anointed with
ghee and worshipped daily for the following three
months.

11. DARKER 12tu OF PAUSA:—

Tila-Homa is to be performed on this day.
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2. DARKER 1410 OF PAUSA:—

Offerings of 7 anjalis of water are to be made to
the following each name of the God of death “Yama,
Dharmaraja, Mrtyu, Antaka, Vaivasvata, Kaila, and
Sarvapripahar.,” A meal of Khichari isalso to be
given to the Brahmins.

13. DARKER 1518 OF PAUSA:—

When the conjunction of Sravana takes place
with this tithi it is called Siavapa Pancadasi and is
observed as a sacred day.

14. THE LUNAR 4tH OF MAGHA :—

Pativratis and the ladies whose husbands and
fathers-in-law are living, are worshipped on this day,
in honour of Uma.

15. THE FULL MOON DAY OF MAGHA:—

This is celebrated even to the present day. The
crows are offered Khichari or cooked food in token of
their birthday which is supposed to fall on this day.
The ceremony of Tilasraddha may also be performed
in the name of Pitris. But this is not in vogue now.
15. THE 81, gra AND 10otH OF FALGUNA:—

This is called the Mahimana ceremony. Rama,
Sita and the Brahmins are to be worsh’pped in this.
On the first day a cake from all crops is to be made
and distributed among Brahmanas and relations. On
the gth, honey and bread are to be taken, while the
10th is reserved for the worship of Vispu and other
celebrations.

17. THE DARKER 1215 OF FALGUNA:—

Worship of Vispuis performed when ‘with this
tithi there will take place the conjunction of Sravaga.
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18. THE 14tH OF FALGUNA:—

This is the Siva Ratri Festival day. The Linga
of Siva is worshipped. To this may be offered as
Naivedya the ram etc.,, made of flour. Fish may be
prasented to the Gapas on the preceding Ekadasi day.

19. THE 8tH, gtH AND 10tH OF LUNAR

FALGUNA:—

This too is called the Mahimana ceremony. On
the first day oil-lamps are placed outside on the snow.
This portion of the ceremoay is even now observed in
Kashmir and the day goes by the name of Tailastami.

On the Navami, Sita and other Deities are wor-
shipped. On the last day of the ceremony, the pre-
sents are given to and taken from the friends and
other acquaintances who make themselves merry on
the occasion.

20. THE FULL MOON DAY OF FALGUNA:—

Aryaman is worshipped at night. This ceremony
lasts to the darker sth of Chaitra and, throughout, a diet
consisting of parpatas (Papar) only is to be partaken of.

21. 5tH TO THE 1ora OF CHAITRA:—

Ploughing of the fields commences along with the
sowing of the seed.

22. THE 117 OF CHAITRA:—

Candradeva is worshipped by the ladies. The
im1ge of the deity is taken into the compound out of
the door and brought inside the house through a
window and placed as one may like.

23. THE 148 OF CHAITRA:—

Worship is offered to Siva and to Nikumbha. The
children are to be tattooed during the night of this tithi,
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24. THE 15178 OF CHAITRA:—
This_is'termed as Chaitra-Ami3, and on this day a
Sraddha™ ceremony may be performed. Dogs are
entertained with food after the ceremony is over,

25. THE 1st OF LUNAR CHAITRA:—

This is believed to be the first day of creation.
The chief features of the day are—Brahma’s wor-
ship, performance of Mahaganti, engagement in jolly
talks together with the examination of the good and
bad omens of the New year from the perusal of the
Naksatrapatri prepared by an astrologer.

26. THE sta OF LUNAR CHAITRA:—
This day is called Sripancami and is dedicated to
the worship of Laksmi.
27. THE é6ra OF LUNAR CHAITRA:—
Kumara’s worship is performed on this day, which
is supposed to ensure the welfare and safety of the
children of Kashmir.
28, THE 9gru OF LUNAR CHAITRA:—
Bhadrakali is worshipped on this day.
29. THE 11ru OF LUNAR CHAITRA:—
This day is reserved for the worship of Vastu or
the Home-deity.
30. THE 1218 OF LUNAR CHAITRA:—
This day is devoted to the worship of Vasudeva.
31. THE 13ru OF LUNAR CHAITRA:+—
Festival of Kama is observed on this day.
32. THE FULL MOON DAY OF CHAITRA:—
It is believed that on this day Nikumbha starts
with his army to fight with the inhabitants of the Ocean
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of sand. His image made of earth or grass may be
worshipped at the niidday. During night when the
ceremony is over, the people are enjoined to play upon
the stringed instruments and, the next day, to ascend
a hill or hillock as if to bid farewell to the spirit of the
image of Nikumbha. On returning home they should
make most of the festive opportunity by attending
various representations of Dramas.

On this day the worship of Nila is performed
with the flowers of Ira supposed to be an incarnation
of a Nymph.

33. THE 3rp OF LUNAR VAISAKHA:—

This day is called Aksaya-'Iritiya whereon Visnu
is worshipped by offering barley to the consecrated
fire.  Worship is also offered to Ganga supposed to have
been brought to earth by Visnpu from Brahmaloka.

34. THE 1518 OF VAISAKHA.

This is observed as the birthday of Buddha.
éakyas, his followers, are invited and fed.

35. THE FULL. MOON DAY OF JETH.

Umbrella, shoes, and a pair of garments may be
given in gift on this day in the name of Yama.

36. YAVAGRAYANA:—

This is observed as a festival when the barley be-
comes ripe.

37. THE 8t OF DARKER ASADA:—

This day is dedicated to the worship of Gapesa
and goes by the name of Vinayaka-astami.

38, SVATI-YOGA IN ASADA:—

A day when conjoined with the Svati-Naksatra is

reserved for the propitiation of Wind-God.
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39. THE 11t TO THE LUNAR 1518 DAY
OF ASADA.
This is called the Hari-Svapa ceremony. Vispu

is supposed to sleep on this day and to rise during the
Kartika Pancharatra (see above).

40. DAKSINAYANA CEREMONY:—

This is the same as the Summer Solistice.

41. THE DAY OF KASYAPA.

The founder of Kashmir Kasyapa is worshipped
ona day in the moath of Sravapa, which is in con-
junction with the Naksatra of Rohini. Cows with their
calves are to be given food, grass, etc.

42. SRAVANI FESTIVAL.—

Visnu is worshipped on this day at the Sarngama
of the rivers-Vitasta and Sindhu, 7. e, at Sadipur. It
is also laid down that the people should, on this day,
play with young girls in water.

43. THE 8rs OF DARKER BHADUN:—

This is the famous Janmastami day festival when
Sri Krisnpa is worshipped.

44. THE 1578 OF DARKER BHADUN:—

This is called Maghimavasi when Tila-Sraddha
may be performed in honour of Pitrs,

45. THE 41 OF LUNAR BHADUN:—

This is termed as the Siva or Dhanada Chaturthi.
Gapesa is worshipped and sweetmeats are offered to him.

No one is allowed to see the moon during this
night as the looker-on is supposed to be liable to the-
accusation of theft. If the moon be seen under some
untoward circumstances or out of ignorance, the utter-
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ance of the following stanza is calculated to redeem the
man from the unhappy accusation: —

46. -THE sta OF LUNAR BHADUN:—
This day is sacred to Kashmiris for the worship of
Nilanaga, Mehendra, Varupa, Dhanada, Sati, Laksmi
and the mountain Dhanada which is dear to Nila.
47. THE 6tH, 711, & 8t OF LUNAR BHADUN:-
Asokika festival is held during these days, when
worship to Uma is offered. Ladies and children should
be propitiated in this ceremony which terminates ami-
dst singing and dancing and the partaking of sugar and
rice in a beautifully decorated garden.

48. THE gra OF THE LUNAR BHADUN:—
This is auspicious for the worship of Nanda or
Nandiki. A meal consisting of rice, sugar and sugar-
cane is had on this day.
49. THE 12ru OF THE LUNAR BHADUN:—
When this tithi is in conjunction with Sravapa it
is termed the Mahadvadasi and is sacred for the adora-
tion of Vispu. (This is still in vogue in Kashmir.)
so. THE 1316 OF THE LUNAR BHADUN:—
This day is still held in reverence as the birth-day
of the river Vitasta, the manifestation of Goddess
Parvati.
51. THE 4t OF DARKER ASU]J:—
The Dikpalas (see Appendix, C.) may be wor-
shipped on this day.
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52. THE gru OF DARKER ASUJ:—

This is dedicated to the worship of Gauri and
Goddess Durga.

53. THE 1st TO 15ta OF ASU]J:—

This is called the Sraddha-Paks2 and is known as
such even to the present day. Much stress has been
laid down on the sanctity of Trayodasi which, in no
case, should be left out without the performince of the
Sradha ceremony. On the 14th a Pindam may be
offered to those who may have been killed by weapons
(Astras).

52. NAVANNA-VIDHANA-CEREMONY:—
In the lunar half of Asuj this ceremony is held
when new rice is offered to the Devas and the Pitrs.
A meal of dried rice may be had on this day of the
ceremony.

53. THE 418 OF LUNAR ASU]J:—
This and the 4th of Jeth and of Magha, are sacred
for the propitiation of Goddess Durga. Thisis term-
ed the ¢ Triad of 4ths.’

54. THE 8th OF LUNAR ASUJ:—

This day is even now held in respect as the day
of Bhadrakili or Durga. On the ensuing day meat,
panaka and other vegetables are to be partaken of.
Sacred books and weapons may be worshipped as also
the singing instruments of various kinds.

55. THE FULL MOON DAY OF ASUJ:i— -
Worship is offered to Kchchisravas and Tira vanpa.

Diksa is also performed of the horses and the elephants
on this day.
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56. THE 1st DAY OF KARTIKA:—

This is the first day of the year which is supposed
to begin from the first of Kartika. Home-diety may
be worshipped on this day.

57. Then are described the duties of the King
and his anointing ceremony as also the ceremony of
the New Year, which lasts for 7 days, 7. e., from first
to the 7th tithi of the darker Kartika. On the first
day Vinayaka is worshipped, on the 2nd Grhasanti is
performed, and on the third, 4th, 5th and 7th worship
is offered to Gandharvas, Pisacas, Nagas, Brahmanas
and the poor and the helpless respectively. Before
the institution of the ceremony the premises should be
cleaned and whitewashed. An image, well anointed
and nicely decorated, is to be placed in an artistically
decorated conveyance for the purpose of procession
which may be followed by the King and his subjects.
The cooked rice is to be flung on the heads of merry
party. The festival ends together with the dances,
songs and whatnot.

APPENDIX D.
T%e story of Makapadama or Wooler Lake:—

The lake it is believed was an abode of a wicked
Niaga, by name Sadangula (six inches) who used to
steal away the women of the surrounding tracts.

Nila Naga expelled him to a distant mountain
called Usiraka. The lake then changed into a dry
land and became the site of a populous town called
Chandrapura. It once happened that the sage Durvasas
came to visit the town and getting angry with its chief
or Raja pronounced a curse implicating its destruction
by water. The sovereign chief Nila only knew of this
fact. Later, when one of the chief Nigas named
Mahapadama approached Nila for refuge in Kashmir,
he was ordered to occupy Chandrapura for his habita-
tion, as all other sites were already possessed by the
various families of Nigas. Accordingly Mahipadma
hurried his steps to the town of Chandrapura where
king Visvagasva ruled. He assumed the appearance
of an old Brahman, went to the king and requested for
the grant of a dwelling place for himself and his family.
The prayer was granted. The Naga, thereupon,
threw off his disguise and annourced to the king that
in consequence of Durviasa’s curse the town was about
to become a sheet of water and that the King with his
subjects should make haste to leave off. The king, of
course, left the town and founded another at a dis-
tance of two Yojanas, further west, and named it
Visvagasvapura.

APPENDIX F.
Story of Nandin.

A certain Brahman Silada by name, had no issue.

‘He propitiated Hara by undergoing severe penance
for one hundred years during which period he abstain-
ed from the common food and fed himself on pebbles,
and stones only. Siva, much moved by this, ordered
his Nandin to become the Brahmin’s Son, but finding
him reluctant to comply, reminded him that the curse
of Bhrgu also necessitated him to be born on earth.
Nandin did not like to be delivered off a mother’s
womb like human beings, 7. e, to be a Yonija. This
difficulty was, however, come over by Siva who ar-
ranged the matters in such a way that Silada, while
breaking a stone cought sight of a child in one of the
clefts, brought him home and reared him up. He
called for the Brahmins and Astrologers to express

their views regarding the auspiciousness of his son’s
horoscope etc. They told him that the son was
short-lived and would die in a few years. The
father was much grieved to hear this and wept bitter-
ly. The excessive grief of his father melted the heart
of Nandin, who, consequently, set off for Kaulasars
near Haramukataganga to win for himself a long life by
undergoing severe austerities. Standing in water for
one hundred years, he placed a heavy stone on his
head and muttered the Japa of Rudra. Siva was then
obliged to come from Benaras to Haramukata where
he granted Nandin long life and his eternal devotion
to Him.

In the above narrative, the Purinpam mentions
how Siva accompanied by Parvati traversed the dis-
tance to Haramukata on foot passing through Prayaga,
Ajodhya, Naimisaranya, Haradvara, Sthanesvara, Kuru-
ksetra, Satuluj, Byas, Ravi, Chenab, Kramasara, Viso-
ka, Vijayesa, Vitasta, éﬁdipura and mountain Bharata
(near Kangan), how the latter rose higher and higher
to make Siva weary, how Siva pressed down its head
to a small plat-form (Mundaprishtha) and reached
Brahmasaras where He cleft the mountain into two
(Hamsadvara), how He saw Brahma3, and Indra near
Kapila tirtha and Vaspika tirtha (Asepher), how He
was requested by Brahma to attend his sacrifice, how
Indra was made aware of the mysterious powers of
Siva, and how Siva finally granted long life to Nandin
and settled at Haramukata.
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APPENDIX G.
Kaptesvara.

A crore of sages and saints, yearning for the sight
of giva, started from the banks of Drshadvati at
Kuruksetra in quest of Him. To afford them facili-
ties, they were in a dream directed by Siva to proceed
to the settlement of Nilain Kashmir. On their arrival
there, they found nothing but logs of wood which they
threw to and fro, After some time waters gushed
forth from them. The Rshis bathed in them and were
bodily transformed into the Rudras. Excepting one
Vasistha or Gauraparasara who, out of some curiosity,
had refrained from the waters, and who went on -
hunger-strike drying up his body. Siva manifested Him-
self to the Rsi in a dream and allowed him to ask for a
boon; whereupon, the sage requested Him to reside
pern.anently near the abode of the Naga in the shape
of logs and waters so that all the people of Kali might
get rid of their sins at their sight. Th:s was granted
and the abode is now known by Kaptesvara.
